The 2023 will be remembered as a
year of achievements for SBI
pensioners. The bank
management, the government and
the judiciary did a favour to us
during this lucky year, The pre-Nov
2002 retirees got justice as the DA
anomaly could be resolved with
the intervention of Delhi High
Court. The officers MMGS Il and above got great relief by
getting pension @ 50% of last drawn basic pay. This was
also possible due to intervention of court. Federation of
SBIPA has made marvelous efforts for getting these
reliefs. The SBI management also showed magnanimity
by paying ex gratia to all those pensioners/family
pensioners who completed 75 years of age on 31st

August 2023.

The 12h bipartite MOU on salary revision was signed ina
record time with good salary hike. This was the first time
that a reference was made to improvement for
pensioners. UFBU and all its constituents deserve all
appreciations for this wonderful job. Chandigarh circle
played a great role in early settlement as the convenor of
UFBU comrade Sanjeev Bandlish and General Secretary
AISBOF comrade Deepak Sharma are from our circle.

The program for retiring employees at SBILD Panchkula
has become a regular feature and the number of
participants is also increasing every month. The program
for those retiring in November and December was held on
22 November and most of the participants were enrolled
as members of SBIPA. We have been using the session
allotted to us for the benefit of our would be members.
The Samadhaan Pakhwara , an initiative to resolve the
issues of staff pensioners was started and made
quarterly feature by the bank during this year. The myth
that the bank does not care for its pensioners has been
removed and they started feeling honoured However, the
reports received from various centres reveal that the AOs
or RBOs are not showing the same concern as suggested
by Corporate centre as instead of DGMs/RMs attending
to the complaints, junior officers are deputed for the
purpose who lack powers to deal with the issues . This
needs to be looked into immediately.

We have been approached by our erstwhile Associate
Banks Pensioners for taking up their issues which are
different from SBI Pensioners. We included the issues in
our structured meeting held on 3rd October and it was
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decided to hold special small committee meeting on

these issues We are hopeful of resolving such issues at
the earliest.

The SBI Health Assist policy B has seen improvement.
The suggestion made by FSBIPA to add more e-pharmacy
vendors has been accepted by the bank and this year
there are four vendors and the choice has been given to
policy holders to choose any one of them. However, the
vendor once selected can not be changed during the
currency of policy. All are requested to buy policy B and
motivate their friends/family pensioners to make use of
this facility which is the best at this point of time.

The above achievements have raised the expectations of
our pensioners and they are very much hopeful of getting
many more pending issues settled during the year 2024.
The hopes are not baseless. The DA anomaly was settled
but ate the benefit of arrears denied to pre November
2002 retirees. The 40% and 50% anomaly is being
removed but prospectively. These two very important
issues concerning pensioners need to be settled soon.

The demand of updation of pension is very close to our
heart and neiher UFBU nor FSBIPA has dropped this
demand. We will continue our efforts to achieve this at
the earliest.

The other demands of pensioners include LFC
after retirement, simplified procedure for booking of
holiday homes, availability of adequate funds in MWS
scheme for reimbursement of medical bills and payment
of family pension as contained in the scheme.

RETIRED EMPLOYEES MEDICAL BENEFIT SCHEME
NON PAYMENT OF MEDICAL BILLS
It has come to our notice that the medical bills in excess
of cap fixed in policy B and are payable under policy A or
REMBS are either being kept pending for months together
of returned unpaid. This has been a cause of frustration
amongst the pensioners. Under these circumstances, the
pensioners are avoiding to avail of the REMBS or other
Insurance facilities offered by the bank.. We understand
that these are the unique facilities not available in any
other corporate. However, the lack of knowledge of
concerned officials at the implementation stage takes
away the benefits offered by the bank to its seniors who
gave their blood and sweat for the development of our
great Institution SBI. Two cases recently brought to our
notice are appended below for your kind information
Mrs. Shashi Kaul wife of Sh.K k Kaul PF157777
underwent cataract surgery at Grewal Eye Hospital
Chandigarh. Her total bill was Rs.75000 out of which
Rs.45000 was paid by Raksha TPA on behalf of SBI
General Insurance as the pensioner was having SBI
Health Assist policy popularly known as Policy B Mrs.
Manjula Garg wife of Arvind Garg PF 2620014 went for
unilateral knee replacement surgery from Paras Hospital
Panchkula and amount of bill was Rs.3.11 lakhs. Since
there is a cap of Rs.2lakhs for such surgery in policy he
was paid two lakhs out of insurance policy

Both of them claimed balance amount from
REMBS as their balance was below three lakhs. Both
these bills are pending with AO Panchkula and they
referred the matter to LHO. The officials at LHO have
rejected the claims without going into relevant
instructions in the matter. . in all such cases the balance
amount is claimed by pensioner from second policy that
is SBI Health Care popularly known as Policy A. The
Raksha TPA or SBI General Insurance have no qualms
about paying such amount from Policy A. This policy A is
basically from our REMBS scheme and till the balance is
above three lakhs Bank obtains counter insurance and
when balance falls below three lakhs the same is handled
by our respective AOs. Even when the balance is above

three lakhs and TPA is paying on behalf of SBI General
Insurance ,the amount is debited to balance available in
his REMBS account.

As per Insurance Regulatory
development Authority (IRDA)“Any hospitalization
expenses in excess of any package offered by Insurance
company can be claimed from any other insurance
company if one is having. Basically the payment of
balance of a billm a portion of which has been paid as a
package under one insurance policy, is payable under
second Insurance policy, if the beneficiary has another
policy under Multi Policy Scheme. “

In a similar case Capt Sukriti Sharma was holder
of policy as well as REMBS. He had retired from SBOP
and their REMBS cases are handled by PPG department.
He got his knees replaced and package amount of policy
B was paid by Raksha TPA. The excess amount of
Rs79307 charged by hospital over and above package
was claimed by officer from REMBS balance and paid by
the bank basically from our REMBS scheme and till the
balance is above three lakhs Bank obtains counter
insurance and when balance falls below three lakhs the
same is handled by our respective AOs. Even when the
balance is above three lakhs and TPA is paying on behalf
of SBI General Insurance ,the amount is debited to
balance available in his REMBS account.

Sir, the aforesaid bills are pending for many
months and we request you to direct the concerned
officials to pay these bills and other similar bills out of
their respective REMBS balance
